
WHAT IS THE HOWARD HUGHES MEDICAL INSTITUTE?
 HHMI is a nonprofit medical research organization that engages in the direct 

conduct of research in the basic life sciences.  The institute also has a vibrant 
grants program focused on strengthening education in biology and related 
sciences.

 The Institute’s charter states, “The primary purpose and objective of the Howard 
Hughes Medical Institute shall be the promotion of human knowledge within the 
field of the basic sciences (principally the field of medical research and medical 
education) and the effective application thereof for the benefit of mankind.”

WHO FOUNDED THE INSTITUTE?
 Howard R. Hughes, who founded HHMI, was a man of restless intellect, great 

energy, and diverse talents.  He dabbled in movies; designed, constructed and 
raced airplanes; made TWA a premier international airline; and built the Hughes 
Aircraft Company into one of the country’s largest and most important defense 
contractors. Although in his later years Mr. Hughes retreated into a reclusive 
existence dominated by illness, his life was nonetheless one of remarkable 
achievement. 

 The creation of the medical institute that bears his name will be Mr. Hughes' most 
enduring accomplishment. His vision for his scientific philanthropy was neither 
modest nor ordinary: He wanted his medical institute to be committed to basic 
research, to probe "the genesis of life itself." 

WHEN WAS THE INTITUTE FOUNDED?
 The Howard Hughes Medical Institute and the Hughes Aircraft Company were 

chartered in Delaware on December 17, 1953. Howard Hughes became the sole 
trustee of the Institute and the company’s stock was transferred to the Institute to 
be use for medical research.

HOW DID THE INSTITUTE EVOLVE AFTER THE DEATH OF HOWARD HUGHES?
 The Delaware Court of chancery designated eight business and academic lead-

ers as successor trustees to Howard Hughes in 1984.  The charter trustees, initially 
led by George W. Thorn, M.d. reaffirmed the Institute’s biomedical research 
mission, named a president, and elected a ninth trustee.  The following year, the 
Trustees decided to sell the Hughes Aircraft company and devote the proceeds to 
a major expansion of the research program.  The $5 billion generated by the 
sale of the company to the General Motors Corporation established the Institute’s 
endowment.

WASHINGTON D.C.

1. Smithsonian Castle  Perhaps the most iconic of the Smithsonian buildings, this is where the world famous museum began. 
Construction began 1847 and was designed by architect James Renwick, Jr. The museum opened in 1855 and housed the 
Smithsonian’s first museum and administration offices. Today it is still used as administrative offices as well as an information 
center.

   
2. Arts and Industries Building  This is the second oldest Smithsonian Building. Built to house the museum’s growing collection, the 

Arts & Industries Building was opened 1881. It was designed to house the 1876 Philadelphia Centennial Exposition. It is 
currently under an extensive restoration.

   
3. Hirshhorn Museum and Sculpture Garden  Initially endowed in the 1960’s with the permanent collection of Joseph H. 

Hirshhorn. The Hirshhorn Museum focuses on modern and contemporary art of the post World War II era. Artists showcased in 
the collection include Pablo Picasso, Henri Matisse, and Jackson Pollock.

   
4. National Air and Space Museum  One of the most popular museums in Washington DC is the National Air and Space 

Museum. See over 100 years of aviation and spaceflight history. Artifacts include Mercury Friendship 7, Apollo 11 Command 
Module, Bell X-1 and The Spirit of St. Louis. The gift and museum store at the National Air and Space Museum is the largest 
Smithsonian Museum Store.

   
5. National Museum of the American Indian  One of the newest additions to the Smithsonian Institution, the National Museum of 

the American Indian’s mission “advancing knowledge and understanding” of native cultures of the western hemisphere.
   
6. US Botanic Garden  Home to some 10,000 living specimens, (some of over 165 years old), the US Botanic Garden is the 

nation’s greenhouse. Originally built in 1867, the Botanic Garden is the oldest botanic garden in the country. Enjoy the garden 
year round… even in the middle of winter!

   
7. US Capitol Building  Home to the United States Senate and House of Representatives, the US Capitol building sits upon 

Capitol Hill at the east end of the Mall. Construction of the Capitol building began in 1793, partially burned during the War 
of 1812, main building completed in 1826 and the dome completed in 1868. The Capitol Building Visitors Center, built in 
2008, welcomes guests to the Capitol and is great place to start your visit to this very important building. Tours of the Capitol 
Building are conducted from 8:50 a.m. to 3:20 p.m. from the Visitor Center.

   
8. Newseum  Features 

seven levels of galleries, 
theaters, retail spaces 
and visitor services. It 
offers a unique environ-
ment that takes museum-
goers behind the scenes to 
experience how and why 
news is made
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9. National Gallery of Art  The main building on the National Gallery of Art, or the west building, was established with the funds 

and a the art collection of Andrew W. Mellon. The West Building was completed in 1941 and showcases western art and 
sculpture from the medieval period to the present. Considered to have one of the finest collections in the world, the National 
Gallery of Art includes works by Leonardo da Vinci, Titian, Rembrandt, Goya and Raphael.  The newer east wing (1978) of 
the National Gallery of Art showcases modern paintings, drawings, sculptures, and prints. The collection includes works by 
Pablo Picasso, Henri Matisse, Jackson Pollock, Andy Warhol, and Roy Lichtenstein.

   
10. National Gallery of Art Sculpture Garden  Located on a six acre plot of land by the West Building, the sculpture garden is 

the outside extension of the National Gallery of Art. Take a stroll through the garden and admire the beautiful flora and 
sculpture. The garden collection includes works by Claes Oldenburg and Joan Miró.

   
11. National Museum of Natural History  The most visited Smithsonian museum, the National Museum of Natural History’s (7.4 

million visitors in 2009) exhibits include over 500 million specimens (flora, animals, fossils, rocks and minerals, meteorites, and 
human cultural artifacts). The collection includes the Hope Diamond, Star of Asia Sapphire, full size dinosaur skeleton fossils, the 
Insect Zoo, Hall of Mammals, and much more.

   
12. National Museum of American History  See the flag that inspired Francis Scott Key to pen the “Star Spangled Banner”, 

Dorothy’s “ruby slippers”, and Julia Child’s kitchen amongst other important artifacts from American history.
   
13. Washington Monument  The centerpiece of the National Mall, the Washington Monument honors the first president of the 

United States, George Washington. Construction began in 1848 but was not completed until 1885. A difference in shading 
about 150 up, shows where the construction was halted for many years and when resumed, a different shade of marble was 
used. It is the tallest building in Washington DC at just over 555 feet tall. At the time of completion, it was the world’s tallest 
structure.

  
14. Corcoran Museum  The Corcoran is committed to making the historic art in its collections and the emerging art of our time 

accessible and understandable to the broadest possible audience through innovative exhibitions and educational program-
ming, systematic research and rigorous scholarship. Though American art is the collection’s emphasis, the art of other nations 
and cultures is, when appropriate, acquired and exhibited.

   
15. Freer Gallery  Focuses on Asian art from East Asia, South Asia, Southast Asia, the Muslim world, and ancient Egypt. The Freer 

Gallery houses over 25,000 artificats and pieces of art. The gallery opened in 1923 when wealthy rail car manufacturer, 
Charles Lang Freer, donated his extensive Asian art collection to the Smithsonian. This was the first Smithsonian museum 
dedicated to the fine arts.

16. Holicaust Museum - A living memorial to the Holocaust, the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum inspires citizens and 
leaders worldwide to confront hatred, prevent genocide, and promote human dignity. Federal support guarantees the 
Museum's permanent place on the National Mall, and its far-reaching educational programs and global impact are made 
possible by generous donors

17. Ford’s Theatre - Ford’s Theatre’s mission is to celebrate the legacy of Abraham Lincoln and to explore the American experience 
through theatre and education. The Ford’s Theatre Society works to present the Theatre’s nearly one million visitors each year 
with a high quality historic and cultural experience. Its work is what makes this vibrant historic site an important tool for promot-
ing the ideals of leadership, humanity and wisdom espoused by Abraham Lincoln

18. National WWII Memorial - One of the newest monuments on the National Mall is dedicated to Americans who served during 
World War II. It was dedicated two days before Memorial Day in 2004 by President George W. Bush. The National World 
War II Memorial is comprised of 56 granite pillars representing each US State (48 at the time), the US territories of Guam, US 
Virgin Islands, Puerto Rico, American Samoa, Alaska, Hawaii and the Commonwealth of the Philippines. Two arches on the 
northern and southern ends of the memorial represent the Atlantic and the Pacific.

   
19. Japanese Cherry Blossom Trees - Like the "leaf peepers" who flock to the north east US to see the autumn foliage, many 

visitors to Washington DC plan their visits in early spring to see the explosion of white and pink. Washington DC's cherry 
blossoms and it's annual National Cherry Blossom Festival tells tourists and locals alike that Spring has arrived! The first Cherry 
Blossoms (3,020 trees) were a gift from Japan and were planted in 1912 to signify the growing Japan-United States friendship.

FITNESS CENTER
 The Fitness Center is open 24 Hours a day, 7 days a week.  If an e-waiver has not been completed then the HHMI Confer-
